Industrial Waste General Waste

Industrial waste is waste created by commercial activities, including 20 types defined
by the Waste Management Act (waste plastics, metal/glass/rubber scraps, etc).
Industrial waste must be processed in accordance with certain standards, by the
party that generates it. You may not bring industrial waste to be processed at
municipal facilities. You may also not leave it in waste collection areas or at
recycle stations.
